As
a good and loving parent, you will want nothing but the best for your little one -

faith. Your child will inherit this gift of faith and make it his/her own some day. As
your child’s first teacher and role model, you will be able to show your child how to
live as a believer, and therefore, lead a fuller, happier life. Baptism deserves careful
consideration and preparation. It is an important event - for your child, for you and
your family. This sheet will answer some of the questions that are most often
asked. Please do not hesitate to call if you have any questions regarding the
information.

Parent Requirements for Baptism

Must bring a state-issued Birth Certificate for the Child. (Cannot begin paperwork without Birth
Certificate.)

If you are not a registered member or live outside the boundaries of our parish, you must acquire a
letter of permission from your parish allowing you to Baptize outside of your parish community.

Godparent Requirements for Baptism

Please Read: Godparents must meet these requirements set by Church Canon Law:
You may have one or two Godparents.
If you have 2 Godparents, one must be male, one must be female.

1.

Each Godparent must be Catholic and currently registered in their Parish and practicing their faith.
They must provide a letter from their Parish that they are permitted to serve as Godparent for a
Baptism.

Must have completed all of their sacraments of Initiations: Baptism, First Eucharist, and
Confirmation. Must provide copies of each certificate, or a baptism certificate with annotations on
the back.

Catholics who are married must be married in the Catholic Church. Must provide a copy of the
church-provided marriage certificate.

Single Catholics who meet requirements 1 and 2 above are eligible. Catholics who are single but
living together (as husband and wife) are NOT eligible to be Godparents.

Parents and godparents are required to attend baptismal classes. All paperwork must be submitted
before scheduling the baptismal class.

e |f the Godparents are from out-of-town they must provide certificate of attendance from
their parish.

e Baptismal date cannot be scheduled until all requirements have been met and/or classes
have been completed.

Please discuss these requirements with Godparents to make sure they are eligible.

Requisitos de los padres para bautizo

1. Acta de Nacimiento del estado. (No podemos empezar el proceso de registro sin este documento.)

2. Si no estd registrado o si no vive en nuestra parroquia, necesita conseguir una carta de permiso
de la parroquia que le pertenece.

Requisitos de los padrinos para bautizo
1. Deberan ser catélicos, estar registrados en su parroquia y practicar su fe Catdlica.
(Proporcionar carta de buena estancia.)

2. Deberan tener completos todos los sacramentos: Bautismo, Primera Comunién y
Confirmacion. (Proporcionar copia de cada certificado)

3. Si son casados, deben de estar casados por la iglesia Catélica. (Proporcionar copia del
certificado de matrimonio)

4, De ser solteros, deberan cumplir con los requisitos de los puntos 1 y 2, pero si estan
cohabitando (como marido y mujer), sin haberse casado, no podran ser elegidos como
padrinos.

5. Es obligacidon de los padres y los padrinos asistir a las clases de preparacion bautismal.

e Silos padrinos viven fuera de la ciudad, deben proporcionar una carta de su
parroquia como comprobante de haber asistido a clases de preparacion
bautismales.

e Fecha bautismal no se puede programar hasta que se hayan cumplido todos
los requisitos y las clases se han completado.

Es necesario que discutan estos reglamentos con los padrinos para estar seguros de que son
elegibles. NO olviden presentar todos los documentos y certificados necesarios.
